The Festival will take place on Monday 7 May. The Festival is a non-profit making, charitable event.  The aim of the festival is to welcome in the spring with traditional entertainment and stalls and is an opportunity for money to be raised by local charities. 
The Festival will commence at 11 am and end at 4.30 pm. There will be family entertainment in Church Street, the Events Field and Cabbage Patch.  Craft and some garden stalls line Church Street.  Craft Stalls will also be in the Events field. Garden stalls and food outlets are situated in the Cabbage Patch.
Please note:  Demand for pitches can exceed the space available.  2012 festival pitches will be allocated on receipt of a booking form (with payment where applicable).   
Conditions: 

· Non-charitable profit making organizations will be charged 20% of takings.  This to be handed to the steward/collected by the steward in charge of your area at the end of the day.  
· Plug in electricity is available at a charge of £15.00 per 13 amp socket (3kw).  This requirement must be stated on your booking form and paid for in advance.

· Generators are not permitted
· Pitches measure 10 x 10 feet.   
· Glass in any form is not permitted

· Stallholders are not permitted to bring dogs
· Only one parking permit for the stallholders’ car park will be allocated per pitch.  Parking for this one vehicle is situated near to the Food Outlet area and a steward will designate you a space.
· Congestion occurs.  Stallholders must arrive in good time and follow the instructions of stewards at all times.  Please be patient and respect other stallholders.
· On arrival you must unload immediately, remove your vehicle and then set up.
· Stalls must be attended at all times between the Festival hours of 11 am and 4.30 pm
· Gazebos and tables are not provided.  Please bring your own means to secure your gazebo securely.  This is a field and pitches are not on even ground.
· All rubbish created by your stall to be taken with you at the end of the day
· You are responsible for your own Public Liability.  The event insurance does not cover stallholders.

· You will be sent confirmation of your booking, pitch number and parking permit approximately 4 weeks prior to the event. 
· Please respect the stewards. Any decision made by a steward is final.  Our aim is to ensure that everyone has a safe, profitable and enjoyable day.
